     WEST TRENTON – The 2008 National Student/Parent Mock Election will be held on October 30 in schools throughout New Jersey.
     Students from kindergarten through 12th grade will vote in their schools on October 30 for the next President of the United States, the state’s candidates for the U.S. Senate and House of Representatives, and major national issues.

     To participate in the New Jersey mock election, a teacher or school official must return a school enrollment form.  There is no charge to participate.

     The enrollment form is at www.njmockelection.org. 

     The mock election allows teachers the flexibility to design the voter-education program that is right for their students. Links to free curriculum materials are offered on the New Jersey mock election Web site.
     Parents are encouraged to help their children with homework as they prepare essays and other assignments.
     Each school's mock election coordinator will report the school's results to "National Mock Election Central" operated by Google and survey research firm School Perceptions. Election results will be announced the evening of October 30.

     The New Jersey Press Foundation is coordinator of the 2008 New Jersey Student/Parent Mock Election.
